Timetable

As a visiting professor, you're required to teach 30 hours per
week. While lecturers are not expected to teach all day, students
should actively participate through group work, research, and
presentations. Teaching hours are typically Monday to Thursday,
9am to 3:30pm, and Friday, 9am to 12pm.

The students

You will work with Bachelor students with diverse backgrounds
from different study programs. The block week seminar is part
of their curriculum, and they are required to attend regularly if
they want to receive a “pass” grade and 2.5 ECTS credits.

In
the summer term we organize accommodation in a hotel near
the city center and in the winter term you will be accommodated
in our guest house on Caprivi Campus.

Program for international guest lecturers
